O’Farrell Street, south side, from 8 feet to 57 feet east of Hyde Street (modifies length of legislated
yellow 6-wheel commercial metered loading zone to accommodate fire hydrant; implemented in
October 2018 through Order 5987) (Supervisor District 6)

If a City Traffic Engineer disapproves or declines a parking or traffic modification,
a member of the public must request additional review by the SFMTA of that decision which shall be conducted
pursuant to Division I, Section 203 of the Transportation Code before the decision becomes a Final SFMTA Decision.
Final SFMTA Decisions, whether made by the City Traffic Engineer or the SFMTA Board, can be reviewed by the Board
of Supervisors pursuant to Ordinance 127-18. Decisions reviewable by the Board of Supervisors are denoted with a
pound (#).
