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PURPOSE

To approve various routine parking and traffic modifications.

Within San Francisco,
travel by public transit, by bicycle and on foot must be an attractive alternative to travel
by private automobile.

3. Decisions regarding the use of limited public street and sidewalk space shall encourage
the use of public rights of way by pedestrians, bicyclists, and public transit, and shall
strive to reduce traffic and improve public health and safety.

ITEMS

The following items were considered at Public Hearing on September 2, 2022

ESTABLISH - RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING AREA G (Eligibility only, no signs) —
1688-1690 Pine Street (Requested by resident).

Modification A would make RPP eligibility to the residents of 1688-1690 Pine Street so they
can purchase parking permits for their vehicle to park within RPP Area G.

ESTABLISH - RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING AREA G (Eligibility only, no signs) —
1961-1969 Sutter Street (Requested by resident).

Modification B would make RPP eligibility to the residents of 1961-1969 Sutter Street so
they can purchase parking permits for their vehicle to park within RPP Area G.

ESTABLISH — 15 MILES PER HOUR (MPH) SCHOOL SPEED LIMIT WHEN
CHILDREN ARE PRESENT - Page Street, between Stanyan Street and Shrader Street
(Requested by SFMTA).

Modification C would establish a lower school area speed limit per the provisions of
California Vehicle Code (CVC) Section 22358.4(b) regarding 15mph zones near schools.
