WHEREAS, The City Traffic Engineer is authorized to conduct engineering and traffic
surveys to modify speed limits on City streets subject to approval by the SFMTA Board of
Directors; and,

WHEREAS, Based on these surveys, the City Traffic Engineer recommends the
following speed limit modifications:

A. REDUCE - FROM 25 MPH TO 20 MPH SPEED LIMIT — Clipper Street from Douglass
Street to a point approximately 280 feet easterly.

B. REDUCE — FROM 30 MPH TO 25 MPH SPEED LIMIT — Diamond Heights Boulevard
between Clipper Street and Sussex Street; John Muir Drive between Skyline Boulevard
and a point approximately 2,500 feet southeasterly.

C. REDUCE - FROM 35 MPH TO 30 MPH SPEED LIMIT — Geary Boulevard between
Presidio Avenue and Wood Street on the depressed section; Geary Expressway between
Gough Street and Presidio Avenue.

D. REDUCE - FROM 40 MPH TO 35 MPH SPEED LIMIT — John Muir Drive between the
County Line and a point approximately 3,300 feet northwesterly.

E. REDUCE - FROM 45 MPH TO 30 MPH SPEED LIMIT — Mansell Street between
Visitacion Avenue and Persia Avenue.

WHEREAS, The public has been notified about the proposed modifications and has been
given the opportunity to comment on these modifications through the public hearing process; and,

WHEREAS, There is no financial impact to the City; and,

WHEREAS, The proposed speed limit modifications are subject to the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA); CEQA provides a categorical exemption from
environmental review for operation, repair, maintenance, or minor alteration of existing
highways and streets, sidewalks, gutters, bicycle and pedestrian trails, and similar facilities as
defined in Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations Section 15301; and,

WHEREAS, The SFMTA, under authority delegated by the San Francisco Planning
Department, determined that the proposed speed limit modifications described above (Case
Numbers 2021-004196ENV, 2022-005219ENV, 2021-005505ENV, 2021-006894ENYV) are
categorically exempt from CEQA pursuant to Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations
Section 15301; and,

WHEREAS, The proposed action is the Approval Action as defined by S. F.
Administrative Code Chapter 31; and,



WHEREAS, Copies of the CEQA determinations are on file with the Secretary to the
SFMTA Board of Directors and may be found in the records of the Planning Department at 49
South Van Ness Avenue in San Francisco and are incorporated herein by reference; now,
therefore be it,

RESOLVED, That the San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency Board of
Directors approves the speed limit modifications set forth in Items A through E above; and, be it
further

RESOLVED, That the San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency Board of
Directors amends Transportation Code, Division Il, Section 702 to modify speed limits as set
forth in Items A through E above.

between Presidio Avenue and Wood Street on the depressed section, and Geary
Expressway between Gough Street and Presidio Avenue; from 40 miles per hour
to 35 miles per hour on John Muir Drive between the County Line and a point
approximately 3,300 feet northwesterly; and from 45 miles per hour to 30 miles

per hour on Mansell Street between Visitacion Avenue and Persia Avenue.

The Municipal Transportation Agency Board of Directors of the City and County
of San Francisco enacts the following regulations:

Section 1. Article 700 of Division Il of the Transportation Code is hereby
amended by revising Section 702, to read as follows:
