All comments will be reviewed by project staff and the hearing facilitator and will be entered into the public record. The SFMTA Board of Directors will make the final approval. Final SFMTA Decisions, whether made by the City Traffic Engineer or the SFMTA Board, can be reviewed by the Board of Supervisors. Information about the review process can be found at www.sfbos.org.
Following approval of the item by the SFMTA Board of Directors, the CEQA determination is subject to appeal within the timeframe specified in S.F. Administrative Code Section 31.16, typically within 30 calendar days of the Approval Action. A joint public hearing and SFMTA Board of Directors meeting will be held on Tuesday, November 19, 2024, at 1:00 p.m. to consider proposed changes regarding accessible parking (blue zones) surrounding Valencia Street, between 15th Street and 23rd Streets, side streets, and other area streets, as part of the Mid-Valencia Curbside Protected Bikeway Project. 
The specific locations of the blue zones surrounding Valencia Street are as follows:
1. Albion Street, east side from 20 feet to 40 feet north of 16th Street  
2. Albion Street, east side from 20 feet to 40 feet south of 16th Street  
3. 17th Street, north side from 0 feet to 20 feet west of Hoff Street  
4. 18th Street, north side from 15 feet to 35 feet west of Lexington Street  
5. Dearborn Street, east side, from 12 feet to 32 feet south of 17th Street 
6. Lexington Street, west side from 0 feet to 20 feet south of 18th Street  
7. Guerrero Street, east side from 20 feet to 40 feet south of Liberty Street  
This Public Hearing is an opportunity to provide comments on the project before SFMTA board approval. Pending approval by the SFMTA board, implementation could begin as early as January 2025.
