Create a green, 
vibrant street for 
people visiting 
and living near 
Polk Street.

Revitalize and repurpose Fern alley as an open space that builds upon 
prior successes of activation and beautification.

Create a “shared street” through upgraded paving to increase the 
importance and visibility of pedestrians. Temporary street closures will 
allow for Farmer’s markets or other community initiated events.

Upgrade overhead “catenary” lighting with a more permanent light 
installation. 

Compliment permanent improvements with removable improvements 
that will be determined through future collaborations with the 
Pavement to Parks program.
