SUMMARY 
The San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency (SFMTA) is proposing to implement signal improvements 
and turn restrictions at the intersections of Hermann and Laguna streets as modifications to the Upper 
Market Safety Project (2017-000817ENV) to address ongoing pedestrian safety and accessibility issues. 
Nearby residents of the Openhouse senior housing center located at 65 Laguna Street have requested safety 
improvements at this intersection.  


The project proposes to signalize the two crosswalks at the Hermann and Laguna streets intersection. The 
scope of work includes the installation of new vehicular signals, pedestrian countdown signals, underground 
conduit, pull boxes, signal poles, streetlight poles, a controller cabinet, and accessible pedestrian signals. 
Proposed signal modifications would organize the vehicle merging between eastbound Hermann Street and 
southbound Laguna Street approaching Hermann Street. The maximum depth of excavation is eight and a 
half (8.5) feet for the pole foundations, eighteen (18) inches for the pull boxes, sixteen (16) inches for the 
cabinet foundation, and twenty-four (24) inches for the underground conduits. 


Turn restrictions would also be implemented at the intersection of Laguna and Hermann streets. Cars 
traveling southbound on Laguna Streets would be prohibited from making right turns on red at Market and 
Hermann streets. Cars travelling eastbound on Herman Street would be prohibited from making right turns 
on red at Laguna Street. These turn restrictions were identified in SFMTA’s 2016 Upper Market Circulation 
Study to simplify and improve traffic flow/safety. Turn restrictions would  be implemented at the same time 
as the traffic signal.


The proposed work would be carried out by a licensed contractor managed by San Francisco Public Works 
with funding/oversight from SFMTA. The contractor would be required to comply with the Standard 
Environmental Procedures 01-35-49, 01-35-50, and 01-35-51. This would include the procedure to distribute 
the San Francisco 


As shown in the attached traffic signal plans, the existing San Francisco Fire Department alarm box would be 
protected in place or reinstalled within the immediate vicinity if relocation is necessary for installation of new 
traffic signal poles.
