1. ESTABLISH - 2-HOUR PARKING, 8 AM TO 6 PM, MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY, EXCEPT
VEHICLES WITH AREA DD PERMITS

800 block of Eucalyptus Drive (Supervisor District 4) (Requires approval by the SFMTA Board) Gerry
Porras, gerry.porras@sfmta.com

This proposal adds RPP Area DD expansion on the 800 block of Eucalyptus Drive so residents can
purchase parking permit for their vehicle to park on their block. Only 1 property on this block;
property on the other corner is facing 26th Avenue and already legislated as RPP Area DD.

Public Comments: Received email in support and email in opposition prior to public hearing. At
public hearing, received comment in support citing high parking occupancy on this block due to RPP
on adjacent blocks. Also received comment in opposition citing concerns regarding loss of parking for
students, teachers, and residents along with a request to improve hearing postings.

Decision: Approved by the City Traffic Engineer to forward to the SFMTA Board for final approval and
implementation.

780 Post Street (Supervisor District 3) (Requires approval by the SFMTA Board) Gerry Porras,

This proposal adds RPP eligibility to the residents of 780 Post Street so they can purchase parking
permits for their vehicle to park within RPP Area C.

This proposal extends the existing passenger loading zone to the end of the school’s frontage to allow
additional vehicles to pull next to the curb, helping the school’s pickup/drop-off operation.

Final SFMTA Decisions, whether made by the City Traffic Engineer
or the SFMTA Board, can be reviewed by the Board of Supervisors pursuant to Ordinance 127-18. Decisions
