BACKGROUND INFORMATION / COMMENTS

The existing 113-foot bus zone on the north side of Harrison Street, west of 4th Street, is served by the 8
Bayshore, 8AX Bayshore A Express, 8BX Bayshore B Express, 12 Folsom/Pacific, and 45 Union/Stockton bus
routes.

The SFMTA Board approved an extension of this bus zone by 33 feet to the west (146 feet total length) in
October 2016. A work order was submitted in March 2026 to implement this extension, following the recent
completion of the 4th Street Pedestrian Safety Project, which constructed pedestrian bulb-outs, added a new
crosswalk across the 1-80 on-ramp, and introduced a protected westbound left turn phase at 4th Street &
Harrison Street. The extended bus zone will provide more space for the 8, 8AX, 8BX, and 45 buses to
maneuver into and out of the bus zone after completing the southbound right turn from 4th Street onto Harrison
Street.

Staff is now proposing to construct an approximately 54-foot-long midblock transit bulb that would be located at
the front of the extended bus zone. A transit bulb would allow buses to pull to the curb and avoid having to pull
back into traffic, improving reliability, travel time, and ease of boarding. Passengers would be able to board and
alight from the bulb using both doors of a 40-foot coach and the first two doors of a 60-foot coach. The bulb
would be funded by AHSC Cycle 8 grant funds.
