Valencia Street is a vibrant commercial corridor with a diverse set of restaurants, shops, bars and services. It continues to be a major
north-south bike route connecting people locally and citywide. As the street has become more popular, competing needs between bikes,
pedestrians, passenger pick ups and drop offs, commercial loading and vehicle parking have posed safety concerns for all who travel on
the corridor. Through this planning process, the project aims to:

* Improve safety for all road users on Valencia ¢ Provide an improved bikeway, better separated from vehicle traffic
e Improve curb management, including commercial and ¢ Reduce the number of conflicts between those who walk, bike
passenger parking and loading and drive on the corridor.
