Bob Cassinelli discussed a taxi booking app. Yellow Cab couldn’t find an app that worked for
them so they created their own. Their app works great and is being used by more and more
passengers each week. There isn’t a problem with getting orders via an app. Both Luxor and
Town Taxi have an app. Third party apps offer options for those who don’t have an app. Having a
common app would be an additional burden. He suggested that the SFMTA let customers decide
which app they want to use.

Maryta Piazza discussed the wheelchair spaces onboard Muni vehicles. People stand or sit on the
lip of the seat and thus are more likely to be thrown forward in the event of an incident. There’s
nothing to hold onto and so passengers are safer sitting in those seats.

Herbert Weiner expressed concern about ride share companies as they are not insured. Germany
has banned these services. He challenged the Board to make a formal declaration to never use these
services and to be opposed to them. These ride share cars are dangerous and are a menace to the
public. He knows that rideshare cars are backed by Silicon Valley money but the Board represents
the public interest.

For identified Approval Actions, the Planning Department or the SFMTA has issued a CEQA
exemption determination or negative declaration, which may be viewed online at the Planning
Department's website. Following approval of the item by the SFMTA Board, the CEQA
determination is subject to appeal within the time frame specified in S.F. Administrative Code
Section 31.16 which is typically within 30 calendar days. For information on filing a CEQA appeal,
contact the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room
244, San Francisco, CA 94102, or call (415) 554-5184. Under CEQA, in a later court challenge, a
litigant may be limited to raising only those issues previously raised at a hearing on the project or
submitted in writing to the City prior to or at such hearing, or as part of the appeal hearing process
on the CEQA decision.
