● The SFMTA Board of Directors has authority to adopt parking and traffic regulations 

changes. 

● Taxis are not exempt from any of these regulations. 

● The proposed parking and traffic modifications have been reviewed pursuant to the 

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). 

● The proposed action is the Approval Action for Items A-P as defined by S.F. 

Administrative Code Chapter 31. 

● The “PH” date refers to the date that the SFMTA held a public hearing pursuant to the 

requirements established in Transportation Code, Division II, Sections 201 and 202.  If a 

public hearing date is not provided, the public hearing for the proposed modifications will 

be held at the SFMTA Board and posted in accordance with the provisions of 

Transportation Code, Division II, Section 202. 

● Certain items listed below with a “#” are Final SFMTA Decisions as defined by 

Ordinance 127-18.  Final SFMTA Decisions can be reviewed by the Board of
