10.1. Requesting the Controller to allot funds and to draw warrants against such funds 

available or will be available in payment of the following claims against the SFMTA 
(Explanatory documents include a resolution.): 

 
A. Mohammed Samer Jabri v. SFMTA, Superior Ct. Case No. CGC-22-602481 filed 

10/19/2022 for $1,690 (SFMTA to receive). City’s Cross-complaint involving 
allegations of property damage to City property (Plaintiff vehicle and revenue 
vehicle). 

B. Dennis Alberto Diaz Mejia v. Adebiyi Shamonda, et al., Superior Ct. Case No. 
CGC-22-601228 filed 08/12/2022 for $40,000. Lawsuit involving allegations of 
personal injury from operator negligence (Plaintiff vehicle and revenue vehicle). 

 
10.2. Approving various routine parking and traffic modifications and making 

environmental review findings: (The Planning Department has found that Items A-D 
are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act [CEQA]. For these parking 
and traffic modifications that received a categorical exemption, the proposed action 
is the Approval Action as defined by Chapter 31 of the San Francisco Administrative 
Code.

10.3. Authorizing the Director of Transportation, or their designee, to execute a grant 
agreement, and any amendments to such grant agreement, with the California 
Department of Transportation (Caltrans) to receive $1,322,832 in discretionary 
funding for the SFMTA’s Embarcadero Mobility Resilience Plan. (Explanatory 
documents include a staff report and resolution.)  
 

10.4. Authorizing the Director of Transportation to approve amendments to two As-
Needed Specialized Training Services contracts: (1) Amendment No. 6 to Contract 
No. SFMTA-18-39-A with Moran Consulting, Inc. to extend the contract duration 15 
months beyond the contract’s 5-year term, and to increase the contract amount by 
$1,000,000 from a not-to-exceed amount of $3,821,598.22 to a not-to-exceed 
amount of $4,821,598.22; and (2) Amendment No. 3 to Contract No. SFMTA-18-
39-B with DTUI.com LLC to extend the contract duration 15 months beyond the 
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contract’s 5-year term without increasing the not-to-exceed amount of $3,000,000. 
(Explanatory documents include a staff report and resolution.)  

 
10.5. Approving a reduced Roadway Shared Spaces Closure of Hayes Street between 

Gough and Octavia streets, 4 pm to 10 pm each Friday and 1 pm to 10 pm each 
Saturday from November 10, 2023, through Saturday, October 19, 2024, consistent 
with the SFMTA Board of Director’s recommendation given at the October 17, 2023 
Board meeting (application from the Hayes Valley Merchant’s Council for a Roadway 
Shared Spaces permit is to close Hayes Street between Gough and Octavia streets 
Fridays from 4 pm to 10 pm, and Saturdays and Sundays from 10 am to 10 pm); 
and making environmental review findings. (Explanatory documents include a staff 
report and resolution.)

No. SFMTA-2024-20-FTA for Consulting Services supporting the Communications-Based 
Train Control Upgrade Project for an initial term of five years in an amount not to exceed 
$25,000,000, with five options to extend the term for an additional year, for a total of ten 
years in an amount not to exceed $36,000,000. (Explanatory documents include a staff 
report and resolution.)

future trolleybus acquisition and extend the timeline for achieving a 100% zero emission 
fleet to align with the California Air Resources Board’s (CARB) Innovative Clean Transit (ICT) 
regulation timeline, which is currently 2040. (Explanatory documents include a staff report 
and resolution.)

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Appeal Rights under S.F. Admin. Code Chapter 31: 
For identified Approval Actions, the Planning Department or the SFMTA has issued a CEQA 
exemption determination or negative declaration, which may be viewed online at the Planning 
Department's website. Following approval of the item by the SFMTA Board, the CEQA 
determination is subject to appeal within the time frame specified in S.F. Administrative Code 
Section 31.16 which is typically within 30 calendar days. For information on filing a CEQA appeal, 
contact the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room 
244, San Francisco, CA 94102, or call 415.554.5184. Under CEQA, in a later court challenge, a 
litigant may be limited to raising only those issues previously raised at a hearing on the project or 
submitted in writing to the City prior to or at such hearing, or as part of the appeal hearing 
process on the CEQA decision. 
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Board of Supervisors review of certain SFMTA Decisions: Certain parking and traffic modifications 
as well as Private Transportation Programs that involve certain parking modifications can be 
reviewed by the Board of Supervisors.  These decisions are subject to review within 30 calendar 
days after they are made by the SFMTA Board of Directors.  For information on requesting a 
review, contact the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, 
Room 244, San Francisco, CA 94102, call 415.554.5184.
