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What is Daylighting?

Assembly Bill (AB) 413 is the state daylighting law requiring 20 feet of
clear space at all intersections to improve pedestrian and driver visibility
Low-cost safety tool that helps drivers more easily see pedestrians and
other cars at intersections

Adopted across the U.S. for decades; 40+ states have daylighting laws
SFMTA analysis has shown a 14% reduction in collisions at

daylit intersections



Advancing Safe Streets

 Following red curb daylighting, spaces can
be protected with safety treatments to keep
crosswalks clear.
