• 3-min passenger 
loading allowed

• Pay meters in 
metered areas

• Usually daytime, 
Mon-Sat

White Zones
Passenger Loading

• 5-min limit
• Vehicle must be 

attended
• Effective hours 

vary based on 
particular need
