Neighboring Project Updates

Caltrans Lombard Street Daytime Lane
Closures

Following the Lombard Vision Zero Project, Caltrans
recently completed roadway improvements on the US
101/Richardson-Lombard corridor between Francisco Street
and Van Ness Avenue. This included repaving the roadway,
restriping the lanes and crosswalk and upgrading curb
ramps. The SFMTA Board of Directors recently approved
High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lanes to be added on the
corridor. MTA is working with Caltrans to obtain a permit to
implement the HOV lanes.
