(10.1) Making environmental review findings and approving the following parking and traffic 
modifications: 
 

A. ESTABLISH – CROSSWALK – Columbus Avenue at Green Street and Stockton Street, 



 

 

connecting northeast and southwest corners. 
B. ESTABLISH – NO LEFT TURN – Columbus Avenue, northbound, at Stockton Street and at 

Beach Blanket Babylon Boulevard, Columbus Avenue, southbound, at Stockton Street and at 
Green Street. 

C. ESTABLISH – TOW-AWAY, NO STOPPING ANY TIME – ESTABLISH – SIDEWALK 
WIDENING, Italy Avenue, south side, from Mission Street to 20 feet easterly. 

D. ESTABLISH – TOW-AWAY, NO STOPPING ANY TIME – ESTABLISH – SIDEWALK 
WIDENING, Mission Street, west side, from 401 feet to 497 feet south of Onondaga Avenue. 

1. ESTABLISH – NO RIGHT TURN ON RED, Mission Street, northbound, at Admiral 
Avenue/Ney Street. (Explanatory documents include a staff report and resolution. For every 
parking and traffic modification that received a categorical exemption, the proposed action is the 
Approval Action as defined by S.F. Administrative Code Chapter 31.) 

 
(10.2) Authorizing the Director to enter into an agreement with ZS Associates to accept a gift of pro 
bono professional services to develop data dashboards to support the SFMTA’s participation in 
proceedings held by the California Public Utilities Commission in its administration of the statewide 
transportation network companies (TNC) Access for All Program; the equivalent cost of the professional 
services is estimated at $99,840. (Explanatory documents include a staff report and resolution.)  
 
(10.3) Approving the responses on behalf of the SFMTA and the Board of Directors to the findings and 
recommendations in the June 2021 Grand Jury Report regarding the Van Ness Corridor Transit 
Improvement Project and authorizing the Director to make non-material modifications necessary prior to 
submission.

Procurement of New Light Rail Vehicles, with Siemens Mobility, Inc., to update and enhance Vehicle 
equipment, and, using funds from the escalation allowance, resolve an issue regarding escalation costs 
for the 151 Phase 2 Vehicles, for an overall amount not to exceed $80,085,460, with no increase in the 
total Contract price or Contract term, and make environmental review findings. (Explanatory documents 
include a staff report and resolution.)  
 
13.  Authorizing the Director to execute Contract Modification No. 10 to Contract No. 2013-19:  
Procurement of New Light Rail Vehicles, with Siemens Mobility, Inc., to exercise an option to procure 
30 additional new light rail vehicles for the amount of $130,409,780, plus additional escalation, with 
cancellation provisions through June 2025, and with no increase in the total Contract price or in the term

14.  Authorizing the Director to execute Modification No. 13 to Contract No. 1289, Van Ness Corridor 
Transit Improvement Project, with Walsh Construction Company II, for direct costs related to various 
design changes in the amount of $1,240,049.98, for a total Contract amount not to exceed 
$221,747,266.01, with no time extension, and make environmental review findings. (Explanatory 
documents include a staff report, resolution, and financial plan.)  
 
15.  Presentation and discussion regarding a Human Resources and Office of Race, Equity and Inclusion 
update.

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Appeal Rights under S.F. Admin. Code Chapter 31: For 
identified Approval Actions, the Planning Department or the SFMTA has issued a CEQA exemption 
determination or negative declaration, which may be viewed online at the Planning Department's 
website. Following approval of the item by the SFMTA Board, the CEQA determination is subject to 
appeal within the time frame specified in S.F. Administrative Code Section 31.16 which is typically 
within 30 calendar days. For information on filing a CEQA appeal, contact the Clerk of the Board of 
Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room 244, San Francisco, CA 94102, or call 
(415) 554-5184. Under CEQA, in a later court challenge, a litigant may be limited to raising only those 
issues previously raised at a hearing on the project or submitted in writing to the City prior to or at such 
hearing, or as part of the appeal hearing process on the CEQA decision. 
 
Board of Supervisors review of certain SFMTA Decisions:  Certain parking and traffic modifications as 
well as Private Transportation Programs that involve certain parking modifications can be reviewed by 
the Board of Supervisors.  These decisions are subject to review within 30 calendar days after they are 
made by the SFMTA Board of Directors.  For information on requesting a review, contact the Clerk of 
the Board of Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room 244, San Francisco, CA 
94102, call (415) 554-5184.
