SFMTA recommends stopping the minor streets of this offset intersection to better clarify the right of
way.

Proposal to restrict westbound left turns on weekdays due to the collision pattern.

3. ESTABLISH - RIGHT LANE MUST TURN RIGHT EXCEPT MUNI AND TAXI
Mission Street, eastbound, at 11th Street

This proposal adds a taxi exemption to a previously legislated “Right Lane Must Turn Right Except
Muni”.

Proposal to add a parking time limit to encourage parking turnover and address reports of driveway
blocking.

If the City Traffic Engineer disapproves or declines a
parking or traffic modification, a member of the public must request additional review by the SFMTA of that
decision which shall be conducted pursuant to Division Il, Section 203 of the Transportation Code before the
decision becomes a Final SFMTA Decision. Final SFMTA Decisions, whether made by the City Traffic Engineer
or the SFMTA Board, can be reviewed by the Board of Supervisors pursuant to Ordinance 127-18. Decisions
reviewable by the Board of Supervisors are denoted with a pound (#).
