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BRIEF DESCRIPTION:  
 
Approving various routine traffic and parking modifications.

• The SFMTA Board of Directors has authority to adopt parking and traffic regulations 
changes. 

• Taxis are not exempt from any of these regulations. 
• Categorically exempt from Environmental Review Class 1(c)(9) changes in the traffic and 

parking regulations where such changes do not establish a higher speed limit and/or result in 
more than a negligible increase in the use of the street and/or Class 1(c)(13) installation, 
modification and replacement of traffic signals, where no more than a negligible increase in 
the use of the street will result. 

• The proposed action is an Approval Action as defined by the S. F. Administrative Code 
Chapter 31.

G. ESTABLISH – NO LEFT TURN, 7 AM TO 9 AM AND 4 PM TO 6 PM, MONDAY 

THROUGH FRIDAY – Fillmore Street, northbound at Fell Street; and Fillmore Street, 
southbound, at Oak Street.   

H. ESTABLISH – RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING, AREA D, 4-HOUR PARKING, 9 
AM TO 5 PM, MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY, EXCEPT VEHICLES WITH AREA D 
PERMITS – Saint Mary's Avenue, both sides, between Mission Street and San Jose Avenue.   

I. ESTABLISH – RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING, AREA L, 2-HOUR, 8 AM TO 6 PM, 
MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY, EXCEPT VEHICLES WITH AREA L PERMITS – 5th 

Avenue, both sides, between Fulton and Cabrillo streets (700 block).   
J. ESTABLISH – STOP SIGN – De Haro Street, southbound, at 26th Street, stopping the stem 

of the T-intersection.   
K. ESTABLISH – STOP SIGN – Vermont Street, southbound, 475 feet north of 22nd Street (in 

front of 919 Vermont Street address).   
L. ESTABLISH – STOP SIGN – Ledyard Street, northbound, at Silver Avenue, stopping the 

stem of the T-intersection.   
M. ESTABLISH – BLUE ZONE – 1400 Grant Avenue, east side, from 0 feet to 18 feet north 

of Green Street replacing parking meter stall #1402 (18-foot zone).   
N. ESTABLISH – BLUE ZONE – 597 Hayes Street, south side, from 6 feet to 26 feet east of 

Laguna Street replacing parking meter stall #539 (20-foot zone).   
O. REVOKE – BLUE ZONE – 202 1st Street, west side, from 3 feet to 29 feet south of 

Howard Street (26-foot zone).   
 

WHEREAS, These items are categorically exempt from Environmental Review Class 
1(c)(9) changes in traffic and parking regulations where such changes do not establish a higher 
speed limit and/or result in more than a negligible increase in the use of the street and/or Class 
1(c)(13) installation, modification and replacement of traffic signals, where no more than a 
negligible increase in the use of the street will result; and, 

 
WHEREAS, The public has been notified about the proposed modifications and has been 

given the opportunity to comment on those modifications through the public hearing process; now,
