Polk Streetscape Project Overview
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Presentation Notes
This complete streets project will improve safety, transportation options, and attractiveness along Polk Street between Union and McAllister. It is a joint project with Public Works and the Planning Department. 

The impetus for the project was the high concentration of crashes involving people walking and bicycling, lack of a designated bicycle facility for much of the corridor, and an opportunity to coordinate with the repaving of Polk Street. Addressing this history of crashes on Polk Street is no less urgent with the SFMTA Board’s adoption of the goal of Vision Zero.

The project will address crash patterns by adding bulbouts, separate traffic signal phases, turn restrictions, and daylighting to problem intersections. Service for the 19-Polk will be improved by consolidating stops and adding bus bulbs at select locations. The safety and comfort of bicycling will be improved by adding a greater degree of separation to existing bike lanes and by adding new bike lanes to segments of Polk. The project will also make Polk a more inviting place to walk, visit and shop by adding landscaping, decorative street lighting, and improving several alleys.

Green bike lane southbound from Union to McAllister
Bicycle traffic signals at high collision locations to separate turning vehicles and through bike riders.
