Edward Mason stated that he heard on Bloomberg radio that autonomous vehicles would
continue to circulate during the non-peak hours because it is cheaper than parking them.
There is never discussion of the pass-through traffic in San Francisco. There should be a
regional express bus system. The SFMTA needs to get rid of private corporate commuter
buses that are plaguing the neighborhoods. He inquired what will be the impact of Senate Bill
50. There is no funding for infrastructure to go along with it. Transportation causes 50
percent of the pollution. He inquired if there will be a revisit of the hub study for the
commuter shuttles.
