Add a green bike lane in the 
southbound direction to provide a 
designated space for bicyclists.

Add green shared lane markings 
in the northbound direction to 
help guide bicyclists and alert 
drivers to expect people on bikes.

Implement a part-time 
northbound bike lane on weekday 
mornings by restricting parking 
on the east side of the street from 
7am - 10am.

GOALS

Make Polk Street 
an inviting place 
to walk and bike. 

Improve safety for 
everyone.

Create a raised “cycle track” protected 
bikeway in the northbound direction so 
that people have a safe, inviting place 
to bicycle.

Install a buffered bike lane in the 
southbound direction to increase the 
separation between moving vehicles 
and people on bicycles.

Reduce conflicts between turning 
vehicles and people walking an 
bicycling at key locations by adding 
designated turning lanes or restricting 
left turns.
