Valencia Street, west side, from 167 feet to 189 feet south of 18th Street (22-foot zone
in meter space #726) *

the SFMTA Board will make the final approval at a later date based on the outcome at the public
hearing.

Agency (SFMTA) Sustainable Streets Division is for residents to express their concerns regarding
the posted parking and traffic changes affecting their streets. At the hearing, the public hearing
officer, after reviewing the items and listening to residents, will make a decision as to whether the
items are approved or not.
