Ride Muni for free with extra service on New Year’s Eve from 8 pm to 5 am.

SAN FRANCISCO - For the 23rd consecutive year, the San Francisco Municipal Transportation
Agency (SFMTA) will offer free rides on New Year's Eve from 8 p.m. on Saturday, December 31
through 5 a.m. on Sunday, January 1. Extra Muni Metro Subway Service will be provided from 8
p.m. Saturday to 2:15 a.m. Sunday. Extra Owl Service will be provided from 10 p.m. Saturday to
5 a.m. Sunday

“New Year's Eve is a great chance for residents and visitors to enjoy and celebrate the city
during our economic recovery,” said Julie Kirschbaum, SFMTA Director of Transit. “In our
ongoing efforts to carry out San Francisco’s Vision Zero goals, we are happy to offer free Muni
service on New Year's Eve so everyone can safely enjoy their New Year's celebration.”

This program supports San Francisco’s Vision Zero goal to eliminate traffic fatalities.

Ride Muni Free New Year's Eve includes all Muni lines and routes. Clipper Card customers should
NOT tap their cards to make sure they don’t get charged a fare. Muni Mobile passes will not be
necessary. Metro fare gates will be open that night. All information, including schedules and
stops, will be posted on New Year's Eve Free Muni and Extra Service or SEMTA.com/NYE. Clipper
Card customers should NOT tap their cards to make sure they don’t get charged a fare.
