Typical weekday vehicle speeds
decreased by an average of 2
mph, from 36 mph to 34 mph,
above the posted speed limit
of 30 mph.

Average weekday vehicle
volumes remained the same
with no major changes (-0.7%
decrease, 14.8k vehicles to
14.7k vehicles).

Vehicle turn speeds decreased
by 2 mph, from 12 mph to

10 mph, below the NACTO*
recommended max of 15 mph.

The rate of drivers yielding to
pedestrians increased by 14%.

Average bicycle volumes
increased by 98% based on
intersection counts.

Total pedestrian volumes
decreased by 20%** based on
intersection counts.

Avenue underwent a series of road and landscape
improvements by SF Rec and Parks.
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
