• Serves existing 
riders

Gate Park

Benefits

• Costly

• Challenging to 
operate

• Doesn’t add more 
coverage to existing 
network

Extension to West Portal 
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ALTERNATIVES EVALUATED

• Serves 
existing riders

• West Portal 
Connection

Benefits

• Capacity at West 
Portal (parking 
removal)

• Remaining on 30th

Ave is costly

• Indirect routing to 
West Portal

Tradeoffs



Combination UCSF + West Portal
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ALTERNATIVES EVALUATED

• Serves existing 
riders

• Connections to 
UCSF, Golden 
Gate Park and 
West Portal

Benefits

• Very Costly

• Indirect routing 
between West 
Portal and UCSF, 
existing routes 
are faster
