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Vehicle Traffic Changes

Alemany Boulevard:
* Protected bike lanes replace one travel lane in each direction
 Traffic signal timings will be adjusted to minimize traffic delays

e No Turn on Red on two legs of the Alemany Blvd/Bayshore Blvd
Intersection to accommodate two-stage bicycle turn queue boxes

San Bruno Avenue:
* Wide lanes are narrowed to make room for southbound bike lane

* No changes to Muni Bus Route 8 operations (northbound only)
