This project will introduce
a separated bikeway along Oak Street between Golden
Gate Park and Baker Street, aiming to improve safety
for all people traveling along the Panhandle corridor.
Additionally, the existing bikeway on Baker Street will
be upgraded to a protected bikeway, providing a better
connection between the Panhandle’s shared-use path
