15304 provides an exemption for the creation of bicycle lanes on exiting rights-of-way.

The SFMTA, under authority delegated by the Planning Department, has determined that the
proposed parking and traffic modifications in Items A-S are categorically exempt from CEQA
(Case No. 2017-002093ENV and 2016-013343ENV) pursuant to Title 14 of the California Code of
Regulations Section 15301. Item T (Case No. 2016-009887ENV) is categorically exempt from
CEQA pursuant to Sections 15301 and 15304. The proposed action is the Approval Action for
Items A-U as defined by the S.F. Administrative Code Chapter 31.
