PARKING PROTECTION
•	Bicycle lanes are to the right of parked 	
	 vehicles rather than left
•	Greater separation among pedestrians, 	
	 bicyclists and moving vehicles
•	Prevents double parking in the bike lane
•	Additional room for bicyclists to pass 		
	 each other
•	Reduces potential for “dooring”
•	Accommodates on-street parking and 		
	 loading needs

PROTECTED INTERSECTION
•	Provides more visibility and 	improves 		
   sight lines for turning vehicles and 			
	 through bikes 

ADVANCED LIMIT LINES
•	Provides extra space between stopping 	
	 vehicles and pedestrians in the crosswalk
•	Typically placed 10 feet before crosswalks
•	Increases the visibility of pedestrians in 	
	 the crosswalk to motorists
