10.1. Requesting the Controller to allot funds and to draw warrants against such funds 

available or will be available in payment of the following claim against the SFMTA: 
(Explanatory documents include a resolution.) 
 
A. Freddy Venegas, Unlitigated Claim No. C23-0145 filed 12/31/2022 for 

$50,000 (City to receive). Claim involving allegations of property damage to 
revenue vehicle. 

B. Jose Magana Tzun v. CCSF, et al., SF Superior Ct. Case No. CGC-23-605025 
filed 03/06/2023 for $75,000. Lawsuit involves allegations of personal injury 
from operator negligence (fall on board revenue vehicle). 

 
10.2. Approving various routine parking and traffic modifications: (The Planning 

Department has found that Item A is exempt from the California Environmental 
Quality Act [CEQA]. For these parking and traffic modifications that received a 
categorical exemption, the proposed SFMTA Board action constitutes the Approval 
Action as defined by Chapter 31 of the San Francisco Administrative Code. 
Explanatory documents include a staff report and resolution.)  

 
A. ESTABLISH – RESIDENTIAL PERMIT PARKING AREA U (Eligibility only, no signs) 

100 block of Stillman Street, 475 4th Street and 550-560 Bryant Street. 
B. ESTABLISH – TOW-AWAY, NO STOPPING ANY TIME, Hooper Street, south side, 

from 8th Street to 500 feet easterly, Irwin Street, south side, from 7th Street to 
430 feet westerly. 

 
10.3. Approving Contract No. 2024-11 with Conduent Transport Solutions, Inc. for 

Computer Assisted Dispatch/Automatic Vehicle Location (CAD/AVL) System 
Maintenance and Support Services, including remote preventative maintenance, 
monitoring, and troubleshooting for the CAD/AVL System software and equipment, 
for a contract amount not to exceed $4,348,272 and a term of five years. 
(Explanatory documents include a staff report and resolution.) 

 
10.4. Authorizing the Director of Transportation to execute Modification No. 2 to 

Contract No. 1315, San Jose Substation Upgrade Phase 1, with Cal State 
Constructors, Inc., to compensate the Contractor for extended overhead and labor 
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escalation resulting from delayed substation access earlier in the project, design 
changes to Substation equipment, resolution of delay disputes from Modification 
No. 1, and a delay to the future shutdown for cutover work, in the amount of 
$472,000, increasing the total Contract amount to an amount not to exceed 
$3,894,951.44; and to extend the Contract term by 786 days, to a total of 1,286 
days to substantial completion. (Explanatory documents include a staff report and 
resolution.) 
 

10.5. Adopting a Resolution of Local Support for the programming of $2,200,000 of One 
Bay Area Grant Cycle 3 funds for red transit lanes on Ocean Avenue; and providing 
assurances that the SFMTA will comply with Metropolitan Transportation 
Commission policies associated with receipt of those funds. (Explanatory documents 
include a staff report and resolution.) 

 
10.6. Amending Transportation Code, Division II, Section 503 to add a commercial tour 

bus restriction on 8th Avenue between Cabrillo and Fulton Streets. (The Planning 
Department has found that Item 10.6 is exempt from the California Environmental 
Quality Act [CEQA]. For this transit-only lane implementation that received a 
statutory exemption, the proposed action is the Approval Action as defined by 
Chapter 31 of the San Francisco Administrative Code. Explanatory documents 
include a staff report and resolution.) 

 
10.7. Amending Transportation Code, Division II, Section 601 to designate a Transit-only 

lane on Harrison Street, westbound, from Lapu-Lapu Street to 4th Street. (The 
Planning Department has found that Item 10.7 is exempt from the California 
Environmental Quality Act [CEQA]. For this transit-only lane implementation that 
received a statutory exemption, the proposed action is the Approval Action as 
defined by Chapter 31 of the San Francisco Administrative Code. Explanatory 
documents include a staff report and resolution.) 

 
10.8. Adopting a Resolution of Local Support for the allocation of Regional Measure 3 

(RM3) bridge toll funds in the amount of $2,694,000 for the Kirkland Yard 
Electrification project; and providing assurances that the SFMTA will comply with 
Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) policies. (The Planning Department 
has found the project is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act 
[CEQA]. The proposed SFMTA Board action constitutes the Approval Action as 
defined by the SF Administrative Code Chapter 31. Explanatory documents include 
a staff report and resolution.) 
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10.9. Dedicating Cable Car No. 53 to the legacy of Tony Bennett who was an ambassador 
for San Francisco and its cable cars with his song, “I Left My Heart in San Francisco.” 
(Explanatory documents include a staff report and resolution.) 

 
10.10. Dedicating historic streetcar Boston PCC No. 1059 in memory of Muni Operator

California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Appeal Rights under S.F. Admin. Code Chapter 31: 
For identified Approval Actions, the Planning Department or the SFMTA has issued a CEQA 
exemption determination or negative declaration, which may be viewed online at the Planning 
Department's website. Following approval of the item by the SFMTA Board, the CEQA 
determination is subject to appeal within the time frame specified in S.F. Administrative Code 
Section 31.16 which is typically within 30 calendar days. For information on filing a CEQA appeal, 
contact the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors at City Hall, 1 Dr. Carlton B. Goodlett Place, Room 
244, San Francisco, CA 94102, or call 415.554.5184. Under CEQA, in a later court challenge, a 
litigant may be limited to raising only those issues previously raised at a hearing on the project or 
submitted in writing to the City prior to or at such hearing, or as part of the appeal hearing 
process on the CEQA decision. 
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Board of Supervisors review of certain SFMTA Decisions: Certain parking and traffic modifications 
as well as Private Transportation Programs that involve certain parking modifications can be 
reviewed by the Board of Supervisors.  These decisions are subject to review within 30 calendar 
days after they are made by the SFMTA Board of Directors.
