 The proposed action is the Approval Action for Items A-Q and Items S-BB as defined by

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ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW 

 

The proposed parking and traffic modifications are subject to the California Environmental Quality 

Act (CEQA). Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations Section 15301 provides an exemption 

from environmental review for operation, repair, maintenance, or minor alteration of existing 

highways and streets, sidewalks, gutters, bicycle and pedestrian trails, and similar facilities, and 

Section 15306 provides an exemption from environmental review for data collection, research, 

experimental management, and resource evaluation activities. 

 

The SFMTA, under authority delegated by the Planning Department, determined that the proposed 

parking and traffic modifications in Items A-Q and Items S-BB are categorically exempt from 

CEQA pursuant to Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations Section 15301. The proposed 

action is the Approval Action for Items A-Q and Items S-BB as defined by S. F. Administrative 

Code Chapter 31. 

 

On September 29, 2015, the San Francisco Planning Department determined (Case Number 2015-

010035ENV) that the parking and traffic modifications in Item R are categorically exempt from 

CEQA pursuant to Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations Section 15301 and Section 15306.
